North Valley Chinese School (NVCS) has been providing Chinese language and culture education to the community for more than 10
years. In addition to teaching the four language skills, listening, speaking, reading, and writing, NVCS also engages students in various
events and activities to give students a fuller learning experience. NVCS has two Mandarin programs, one for heritage students and
one for CSL (Chinese as a Second Language) students. Heritage Mandarin program offers Pre-K, K, and 1% thru 12" grades; Zhuyin
phonic system is used throughout the grade levels; in addition at 6™ grade, students learn Hanyu Pinyin. CSL program plans to offer P,
CSL Star and CSL1 through CSL4 classes for Pre-K, K and 1% through 12" graders. CSL textbooks are published by Better Chinese,
designed for non-Mandarin speaking students, in traditional or simplified Chinese characters and Hanyu pinyin, with focus on
conversational Mandarin. All four language skills, listening, speaking, reading, and writing, are taught as well as selected Chinese
culture topics. Students enter the CSL program based on their language proficiency. No Mandarin background is needed for students
entering P, CSL Star (ages 6 and 7) and CSL1 (minimum age: 7). Assessment is required for students entering CSL2 and above.
Instructions are given in English and Mandarin, with increasing use of Mandarin as time goes on.
